Take turns: Saying your name, how old you are and what school you go to.

Quiz: Put up your hand if you…

· If you have ever been to a new Church or a new school.
· If you like going to new places.

· If you feel shy when you go to a new place.

Ask: Does it make it easier to go to a new place when people seem friendly?

Say: Today we will learn about a nice way to welcome someone.

Ask: What might have happened if Abraham hadn't invited the men to stop?

Say: Hebrews 13:2CEV says, "Be sure to welcome strangers… some people have welcomed angels as guests, without even knowing it."
