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Destruction of Sodom
Ask: Why do we have warnings?
Ask: What can happen if we ignore warnings?

· What can happen if we run on the road?

· What if we don't do up our seatbelt in the car?

· What if we leave a drink on the floor? Etc.

Say: Warnings are supposed to keep us safe.  

Say: Remember last week how the angels and the Lord visited Abraham and how the Lord told Abraham that the city of Sodom would be destroyed unless there were 10 righteous people in it?  Today we will find out what happened when the angels went to Sodom.
Bible Story
Ask: How did Abraham welcome the strangers? (With food, water and shade)

Ask: How did Lot welcome the strangers? (Invited them to stay at his house)

Ask: How did the other men of Sodom welcome the strangers? (Wanted to attack them and probably kill them)
Sing Songs

Return to tables


Memory Verse: Each table say the memory verse together.

Say: This week we have another magnet to make.  Remember, DO NOT DRAW ON THE BOOK, and next week you can take the magnets home and put them on your fridge.  (WE KEEP THE BOOK FOR NEXT TIME)
Craft: Magnet book

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

What warnings or rules do your parents give you?  Do you know why?

What warnings or rules do your teachers give you?  Do you know why?

What warnings or rules do you have a church?  Do you know why?

Have you ever been given warnings that seemed silly?
Have you ever been warned about something and then it happened?

Ask: Why do we have warnings?
Say: Warning are made to keep us safe – sometimes we know what might happen if we ignore them and sometimes we don't know.  But your parents have lived a lot longer than you and they know things you don't know.  And God knows even more, so it is a very good idea to listen to God's warnings.
Finish with Prayer: Ask God to help us to listen and obey when we are given warnings and rules so that we may be safe.
