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Abrahams Test
Trust Challenge: Choose a partner.  Blind fold one person and let the other person lead them around some obstacles.  If anyone wants a further challenge they can tell the blindfolded person which way to go rather than leading them.
Ask: Did you trust the other person?  Were you worried you would run into something?  

Ask: Would you have felt safer if someone else had been leading? (Like an adult you trust)
Say: It can be hard to do what someone says if you don't really trust the person.  Today we'll see just how much Abraham trusted God.
Bible Story
Say: Isaac was Abraham and Sarah's only son; the son that God had promised they would have; the son that God had promised would become a great nation.
Ask: Do you think that was a hard thing for Abraham to do?  (Yes, he loved Isaac very much)
Ask: How could Abraham know that it was God talking to him and not Satan?  (Abraham must have known God very well; he would have talked to him every day)

Memory Verse: Each table say the memory verse together.

Say: This is our last magnet, next week we start a whole new craft, so at the end of Sabbath School you will need to take all of your magnets out of the magnet book and put them in an envelope to take home   
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

How do know if something is from God or Satan? (We have to have a personal relationship with God; then we can ask God but if it disagrees with the Bible it is from Satan)
How much did Abraham love Isaac?

Do your parents or teachers ever ask you to do things that make you nervous?

What can you do when you are nervous or worried about something?

Quiz: Use the magnets to make pictures from other weeks. 

Ask: Did they trust God?
Say: Abraham trusted God totally, and we can trust God too.  God loves us very much and only wants the best for us.  God sees everything that happens and God can control the future.
Say: If we want to trust God, and we don't want to be tricked by Satan, then we have to have a personal relationship with God.  That means we should spend time God every day.
Finish with Prayer: Ask God to help us to trust Him and to spend time with Him every day.
