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Singing Game: Challenge one person to sing "Jesus loves me" while everyone else sings "Hallelu, hallelu"
Ask: Could they do it?  Was it easy?  Why not?
Say: It can be hard to do something that is different from everyone else.  Today we are looking at someone who obeyed God even when the whole world laughed at Him.
Bible Story
Sing Songs
Return to tables

Memory Verse: Each table say the memory verse together.

Say: This week we have another magnet to make.  Remember, DO NOT DRAW ON THE BOOK, and at the end of the term you can take the magnets home and put them on your fridge.  (WE KEEP THE BOOK FOR NEXT TIME)
Craft: Magnet book
· Boat
· Animals:  Use the stencils to make some animals – draw outline, then cut out.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Have you ever done something just because everyone else was doing it?

Do you like going places by yourself or do you like to have a friend go with you?

Would you copy your friends even if they did something you didn't really want to do?  What if it was something you weren't supposed to do?
Do you think Noah ever felt silly or embarrassed when everyone though he was crazy?

If someone started building a big boat in the park here, would you think they were crazy?

How do you feel when someone teases or laughs at you?

Say: It can be hard to do something that no one else is doing, and it can be hard not to do something that everyone else is doing; - especially if people laugh at you or make fun of you.
Say: The story book "Great Stories for Kids 3" has a really good story about some kids, who are trying to work out a good way to say no when one their friends tries to get them to do the wrong thing.  They come up with some really good ideas.  Review their 5 point list.

Finish with Prayer: Pray and ask God to help us do the right thing, even when other people are doing something else.
