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Moses
Ask: What are some things that people are scared of? (Make list on whiteboard)

Say: Put your hand up if you don't like…
Say: People are afraid of many different things.
(There was an item on A Current Affair Thursday 10th Sept ’09 about a man who had choked on some food once and now he is afraid to eat because he thinks it will happen again.)

Say: Last week we left Moses at the burning bush talking to God – Moses was afraid to return to Egypt as God wanted.
Bible Story
Sing Songs
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse.
Read: Joshua 1:9
Ask: Was Moses acting like Joshua 1:9 says to?
Ask: Would God ask someone to do something impossible?
Ask: Do you think our Bible verse from today might have helped Moses not to be scared?
Ask: Do you think our Bible verse might help us not to be scared?
Say: Today we are going to make a little book of Bible verses.  
Craft: Bible 
· Cut pages apart

· Place together and staple onto cover along dotted line

· Decorate the Bible
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Did God know what would happen to Moses in Egypt?
Should Moses have been afraid to obey God?

Do you think maybe Moses had forgotten who he was talking to? (ie. He forgot God knows everything)

Will God ever ask us to do something that we can’t do? (He might ask something we can’t do on our own but it will always be something that we can do with His help)
Will Mum and Dad ever ask you to do something you can’t do? (Mum and Dad are not God, so they don’t know everything – but they love you and want what is best for you so they will always try to ask you to do things that you can do, so you should at least do your best and try)
Finish with Prayer:  Thank God for being with us when we are afraid.  Ask Him to help us remember what the Bible says.
