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Last Plague and Red Sea
Game of Pictionary: Have someone draw the pictures supplied while everyone else guesses.
Say: I had a good reason for drawing all those things; does anyone know what my reason was? (They are all ways to get somewhere)
Say: Today we are going to find out about some things that God did that didn't seem to make sense.
Bible Story
Learn a new song: "How did Moses cross the Red Sea"

Sing Songs

Ask: Did the Israelites understand why God had led them to the Red Sea?
Ask: How did the Israelites feel when they found out that God had led them to the Red Sea?
Say: The Israelites didn't know it, but God had an amazing plan.  They should have trusted that God would protect them while they travelled with Him.  

Say: God will be with us too.  This week we are making a car for our families to travel with God.

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Do you think the Israelites understand why they had to put the blood on the door posts?

Why do you think they had to use blood?  Would red paint have worked? (The blood represented Jesus' blood)
What other instructions did they have to follow? Read Exodus 12:11-13

Why do you think God led them to the Red Sea?

If God can make a path through the sea – what other things could He do?

Say: We may not understand why God is telling us to do something, but we can be sure that He has a reason, that He knows what is best and that everything will work out for the best if we follow Him.

Say: Ellen White, who was a prophet, says that if we could see the future (like God can) then we would choose to do things the same way as God.
Finish with Prayer: Thank God that we can trust Him to be with us all the time.
