Revision by Delwyn: Go through the memory verse books, starting at creation and see who remembers what each week was about.
Ask: How many of the Bible stories did you remember?
Ask: Did you remember the different way's that God helped His people?
Say: Today we are will find out what happened when the Israelites forgot how God had helped them in the past.
