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Jacob and Esau
Say: This term we are learning about families and friends.  And today we are learning about a special type of person that you sometimes find in families.  You probably know some people like this.
Interview some twins:  Who is older?  By how much?  What is it like sharing a birthday? Do they get the same presents?  How are they the same or different? Do they like doing things together or separately?
Show: a picture of non-identical twins.
Discuss: similarities and differences.
Say: We have been learning about Abraham's son Isaac who married Rebekah and they had twins and today we are learning about what happened to them.
Bible Story 

Sing Songs

Return to tables


Ask: What did Esau think was more important than his birthright?  What did he trade it for?

Ask: Where do you normally find (answer from above question) TABLE
Say: This term we are doing crafts about families and friends.  This week we are making something else that almost every family has…
Craft: Table

· Use 2 pieces of tape to join where it says TAPE HERE
· Glue paddle pop sticks across the top of the table
· Write each persons name on the bottom of their table. 
Ask: What bad things happened because Jacob lied and deceived his father? (He had to leave home, he never saw his mother again.)
Say: I am sure God had a better way.  God had said that Jacob would become the leader of the family – that Esau would serve Jacob.  Can you suggest some ways that God might have made this happen without any lying or deceiving?
Ask: Who is the oldest in your family?  

Ask: Does the oldest child in your family have to do different things than the others? (eg. More chores)  
Ask: Do they get more privileges? (eg. Stay up later)
Ask: If you could be younger or older what would you want to be?
Ask: Do you want a happy family or one that becomes sad like Jacobs did?

Ask: How do you think following our Bible Verse from today can help make your family a happy one?

Ask: What are some things you can do to follow our Bible Verse? (Eg. Not take others toys or break their things and they won't be upset about it.  Tell the truth, people will believe you and trust you.  By being honest and trust worthy you will find it easier to make friends…)
Finish with Prayer: Ask God to help us to remember and obey our Bible Verse.
