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Jacob
Ask: Have you ever been lost and alone?
Ask: What was it like?  Did you miss your family?

Say: Today we are learning about 2 important things.

Play hangman: to guess the following words: FORGIVENESS, CONSEQUENCES
Bible Story
Ask: Had God forgiven Jacob?

Ask: Did God stop the bad things that Jacob caused from happening?

Say: God loved Jacob and forgave him, but Jacob still had to face the consequences.  He had to leave home and never see his mother again.  And then his uncle deceived or tricked him too. 
Sing Songs
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Memory Verse: Say the memory verse as a group
Say: This term we are doing crafts about families and friends.  This week we are making something else that every family has; something that I'm sure Jacob was missing that first night away from home…
Craft: Bed with Blanket & Pillow
· Use 2 pieces of tape to join the two pieces of the bed where it says TAPE 
· Hand out a pillow each.

· Use the already cut blanket to cut a blanket each.
· You may use the green and white glue to glue on the pillow and blanket if you wish. 
Discuss any of the follow depending on age, interest and time: 

Why do we need rules and consequences?

What does forgiveness mean?

What does consequences mean?

Discuss: A lot of people think that if they've been forgiven there shouldn't be any consequences
Imagine: a child who has some money; Mum says to put it straight into their money box, but they don't and they loose it.  They ask for forgiveness and say they will never do it again and then ask Mum to give them more money; but the consequences of not doing the right thing and loosing their money is that they don't have it anymore; so when Mum say's "I’m sorry but maybe next time you'll remember to do the right thing…" – she's not being mean, she's helping the child to learn about consequences

Discuss: What happens when children don't learn about consequences?  (They will have trouble obeying.  They will not take responsibility for their own actions as they become older)

Discuss: Sometimes the consequences of something aren't obvious or they might not really affect the person who made the bad choice.  Can you think of some examples?

Discuss the consequences of Jacob tricking his father
What are some of the rules we should have at Church? At home? At school? In society? Gods rules?

How do rules and consequences change as you get older?  When you become an adult?
What is the consequence of sinning? (Romans 6:23)
As a group: 

Make a list: on the whiteboard of things that we shouldn't do.  (Things that apply at Church like: pushing, hitting, drawing on things, ruining others work, accidents, calling names etc.)

Select some of the things from the list and work out, as a group, consequences for them that everyone agrees to.

Finish with Prayer: Ask God to help us to stop and think about the consequences before we do things.  Ask God to help us choose His way, since His way is always the best way.
