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Slave
Game at Tables Charades
Say: Joseph had been sold by his brothers and taken as a slave to Egypt.  Today we are going to find out what happened in Egypt.
Bible Story
Ask: Joseph was a slave – who did he have to obey?
Ask: Do you think Joseph looked grumpy or happy while he worked? (Happy)
Ask: Do you think Joseph did a good job or just a quick one? (good)
Sing Songs

Return to tables: Say the Bible verse together
Say: This term we are doing crafts about families and friends.  This week we are making a chair and a broom.
Craft: Chair and broom.
· Fold back chair along all the dotted lines.

· Use a piece of tape to join the two ends together where it says TAPE 
· Cut the bendy bit from a straw and slit the other end.
· Cut "teeth" in the rectangle of cardboard and insert into slit.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Why did Joseph obey? – (right thing to do / God wanted him to)
Who does God want you to obey? (Parents, teachers)
What are your chores at home?

Do you do them straight away or do you need to be asked many times?

Do you grumble or whinge or are you happy to do your chores?

How does God want us to obey?  Refer last two questions.

Conclusion:
Ask: Do you remember how last week we watched the skit to show us what "putting yourself in someone else's shoes means?
Say: It means pretending that you are that person.

Say: Pretend that you are your Mum.  How many things at home do you have to look after? (Food, transport, cleaning, shopping, organising, paying bills…)

Ask: Do you think it would be a big help to you if your children help?  What could they do?

Say: Mother's day is soon, and that is a special time to show Mother's how much you love them and to tell them thankyou for all the things they do, but you don't have to wait for Mother's day to do that.
Ask: Can you think of something that you can do this week to help your Mum?

Finish with Prayer
