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Joseph’s Family
Quiz at Tables
Say: lots of different things happened to Joseph.  Last week we learned that his brother had come to Egypt to buy food, but they didn’t know it was Joseph.  Today we will find out what happened next.
Bible Story
Ask: What bad things happened to Joseph? (well, sold, slave, jail, forgotten)
Ask: What good things happened to Joseph? (coat, dreams, head slave, in charge of Egypt, family)
Ask: Do you think Joseph’s life ended in a good way or a bad way? (Good – loving family together again)
Sing Songs

Return to tables: Say the Bible verse together
Say: This term we are doing crafts about families and friends.  This week we are making a sofa.
Say: A sofa is one place where family’s can spend time together.  I’m sure Joseph’s family would have spent a lot of time together in Egypt.
Craft: Sofa
· Fold back sofa along all the dotted lines.

· Use a piece of tape to join the two ends together where it says TAPE 
· Colour in.

Ask: What are some good things that family’s can do together?  (Reading, stories, games, videos)
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Describe what Joseph’s brothers used to be like. (Jealous, naughty, angry, selfish…)

Describe how Joseph’s brothers had changed?

What do you think Joseph might have done if he found out his brothers hadn’t changed?

How many different ways did God lead in Joseph’s life?

Do you know people who are sometimes like Joseph’s brothers were?

Are you sometimes like Joseph’s brothers?

After learning about Joseph, is there anything you can think of doing that might make your family happier?
Ask: Did you learn something from Joseph?

Say: In the first week we talked about ways to make things fair so that others wouldn’t get jealous.

Say: In the second week we talked about “putting yourself in someone else’s shoes” – pretending your that person and thinking about what they feel.

Say: Last week we talked about trusting that God has a plan for us and that if we do what He wants us to, everything will work out OK in the end.
Finish with Prayer: Ask God to help us learn to trust Him like Joseph did.
