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Moses
Game: Pictionary Quiz.  Say stop when you think you know what it is. – If you guess wrong your table is not allowed another guess.  Drawing continues until another table says stop…
Ask: Did you sometimes wish you hadn’t said stop so soon?
Say: Sometimes it is hard not to be impatient – today we will continue to learn about Moses and we will find out what happened when he was impatient.
Bible Story
Sing Songs
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse.
Ask: Did Moses think he was doing the right thing by killing the Egyptian? (yes)
Ask: What would have happened to Moses if he hadn’t run away from Egypt? (killed by Pharaoh)
Say: Proverbs 14:12NIV says "There is a way that seems right to a man but in the end it leads to death." Moses was impatient – he thought he was doing the right thing, but it nearly got him killed and he had to run away.
Say: This term we are doing crafts about families and friends.  This week we are making a special mat to go next to the bed we made last week - to remind us to pray to God, and to ask God to help us not to be impatient.
Craft: Mat.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Did God want to use Moses to help the Israelite slaves? (yes)
What did Moses do wrong? (murder+ wrong timing)

How do you think Moses felt when he had to flee?
How do you think Moses felt when he saw the burning bush?  Was he confident or scared or timid or angry or awed?
Have you ever been impatient?

Have you ever done something wrong because you were impatient?

What other things can kids/teens be impatient about?
Instead of being impatient what should we do?

Ask: What can we learn from Moses?

Say: Hopefully we can all learn to be patient – to wait for God’s leading, and to trust that your parents and teachers want what is best for you when they tell you to wait until you are older.
Say: God talked to Moses from the burning bush but we can talk to God anywhere, anytime, by praying out loud or in our minds, but sometimes it is easier to have a special place to spend time with God.  One special place is at Church.

Say: When Delwyn was a little girl, she had a nice soft sheepskin mat next to her bed.  And every night she would kneel down with Mum or Dad and pray to Jesus.
