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Balaam
Game at Tables: Guess the animal by its sound.
Ask: Was it easy to tell what animal it was by its sound?
Ask: Do you think you can listen to animals and tell what they are saying?
Ask: Have you ever really wanted something and begged until you got it?

Say: Today we are learning about someone who begged for something, and an animal that had something to say.
Bible Story
Sing Songs

Say: This term we are making a book about the Sanctuary and what it meant.  Today we are looking at the different rooms of the Sanctuary and the daily sacrifices.

Say: God wanted to teach the Israelites about sin, and about His plan to save us from sin.  Whenever an Israelite knew he had sinned, he had to bring a lamb to the Sanctuary to be sacrificed on the altar, and every morning and evening, the priest would sacrifice a lamb for the sins of all the Israelites for that day.  This was to help the people understand that sin causes death, and to remind them that one day Jesus would come to die for them.

Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Craft: 
· Add the pages at the back of the yellow craft books.
· Label the areas of the Sanctuary.

· Beginners colour the picture; Primaries and Juniors unscramble the words.

· Glue a lamb in front of the altar.

· Draw sprinkles of blood on the horns of the altars.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Did Balaam want to obey God? (Yes and No, or yes but He really wanted the promised riches and he was really hoping that God would agree)
Have you ever really hoped that you could have something or that something would happen?
Have you ever begged for something?

If you got something you begged for, was it as good as you hoped?

Do you think Balaam was really listening and obeying God? (No – he was doing something he knew God didn't want him to do.)

Do you think you listen when your parents or teachers talk to you?
Do your parents or teachers think you are listening?

Do you listen to God?  How does God talk to you? (Through other people, at Church, through the Bible)

What are some things you might do to listen better?

Say: When an Israelite knew they had disobeyed God and sinned they had to bring an animal to the tabernacle for a sin offering.  This reminded them that Jesus would die for each of their sins.
Say: When the Israelites saw the sacrifices they could see how bad sin was, and could see what a wonderful thing Jesus would do when He came.

Say: We don't have to do the sacrifices now because Jesus has already come and died for our sins.  Remember this next time you are tempted to do something wrong.  – When you do something wrong you hurt Jesus.
Finish with Prayer: Thank Jesus for dying for our sins.
