Compare: With the other tables.
Say: Today we are learning about some special laws that God gave to people
Bible Story: 
Say: The Ten Commandments can be summarised by Luke 10:27 which says "Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind and love your neighbour as yourself." NIV
Show: Two pieces of bread and a slice of cheese

Ask: What have I got here? (Bread and cheese)

Put: The cheese between the two slices of bread to make a sandwich

Ask: What have I got now? (A sandwich)

Remove: The cheese and ask again. – it is not a sandwich anymore, just bread and cheese.

Say: The Bible says that when God created Adam, He formed him from the dust of the ground, and then breathed into Him the breath of life and then Adam became a living soul!  So just like a sandwich is made from bread and cheese, so a soul is made from a body and the breath of life.  When the breath of life leaves the body, it stops being a soul, until, if the person chooses Jesus, when Jesus comes again, He will make them a new body and give them life again.
Say: So when Luke 10:27 talks about loving God with all your soul it is talking about loving God with all of you; with all your body and all your life.

Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: This term we are learning about the special Church that God told the Israelites to make.  It was called the Sanctuary or Tabernacle.  Each week we will learn something new about it and add some more pages to the book we will make about it.
(Last weeks craft: Title page & timeline.  Draw yourself in the empty box, and draw arrows to the timeline showing where each picture happened.)
Craft:

Ask: Why do we have the laws you wrote down at the beginning?

Discuss: How the Ten Commandments keep us safe and happy
Say: If everyone followed God's rules, everyone would be happy because people would never do mean or hurtful things to each other.  Unfortunately not everyone follows God's rules, but if you choose to follow them, you will be happier, and you will make other people happier too.
Finish with Prayer: Ask God to help us to obey His Commandments
