Ask: Do you think two people who are like this all the time would be good friends?
Ask: Do you think Mr Talkative knows what Miss Quite is thinking?
Ask: Do you think Miss Quiet feels that Mr Talkative will understand her?
Say: To have a real friendship there must be two-way communication.

Say: Many times God gave messages to Moses to give to the Israelites, and God spoke to the Israelites from the mountain to tell them His Ten Commandments, but He also wanted to give them something else that they could see – that would teach them about God.  The Sanctuary and everything in it was designed as a message from God to teach the people.  Today we will learn more about it.

Say: This term we are making a book about the Sanctuary and what it meant.  Today we are looking at two of the pieces of furniture in the Sanctuary; the Altar of Incense and the Table of Shewbread.
Craft Primaries: 
· Add the 2 pages to the back of the yellow craft books
· Colour the furniture gold
· Glue the "bread" circles onto the Table of Shewbread
· Make a little Bible and glue to the bottom of the page

· Glue a few seed onto the top of the altar, to represent the spices and some cotton wool for the incense smoke
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Jesus wants to be our best friend, how do we talk to Jesus? (prayer, singing etc.)
How does Jesus talk to us? (Bible, nature, other people, impressions etc.)

Do you talk and listen to Jesus everyday?  Some days? When?…
Are there other times when you could talk to Jesus? (eg. at meals, in bed in the evening or morning.)

Are there other times when you could listen to Jesus? (Tell children about your regular Bible study and prayer times)
What are you going to try and do from now on to spend more time with Jesus?

Ask: How do we talk to Jesus?
Ask: How does Jesus talk to us?

Say: Jesus wants to be our best friends, and if we want Him to be our friend we must remember to talk and to listen to Him every day; lets talk to Jesus now…
