The Priests
Look: At the sheet of pictures and see if you can work out what each person does.
Ask: Can you tell what a person does by the clothes they wear?
Say: The priests had a very important job and they had special clothes to wear for it.
Bible Story

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Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: This term we are making a book about the Tabernacle and what it meant.  Today we are looking at the High Priests clothes.
Craft: 
· Add the page to the back of the yellow craft books.
· Glue coloured pieces to the gems on the breast plate and shoulders of the High Priest.
· Fill in the answer to the question
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Read and discuss the information on the craft page.
As you have got older do you think your punishment has changed?

Do the older children in your family get harder punishment than the younger ones?

As you get older you have a responsibility to set a good example for younger children – what are some areas that you should be giving a good example in? (obedience, cleaning, respect etc)

As an adult, adults who have important jobs or positions have a responsibility to set a good example for others.  Can you think of some examples?  Why? (Church leaders must obey God's commands, Teachers must obey school rules etc. Sporting heros should obey the laws.  People are particularly watching these people to see what they will do and will follow their example)
When people in positions of responsibility do something wrong, they are often punished worse than if someone else had done the same thing. – This is because the people who are watching need to learn that it is the wrong thing to do, otherwise they will think it is OK to break the laws.

Say:  When someone who holds an important job does the wrong thing, lots of people see, if they aren't punished then lots of people would think it is OK to break the laws.  For this reason, their punishment is often worse than if someone who doesn't hold an important job does it.

Say: The priest had one of the most important positions of responsibility in Israel.  He showed the people what God was like.  That is why God had to punish Nadab and Abihu.
Ask: How can you be a good example for younger children?
Finish with Prayer: Ask God to help us be good examples
