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The Leader
Game: Play "Follow the Leader" – everyone must follow the leader, doing what the leader does.
Ask: Who is the most important person?
Ask: What happens when the others don't listen to the leader?
Say: Today we are finding out what happened when some of the people of Israel didn't want to follow the leader; they wanted to be the leader.
Bible Story

Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: This term we are making a book about the Sanctuary and what it meant.  Today we have two pages: The Ark of the Covenant and the courtyard.
Craft: 
· Put the page for the ark at the back of the yellow craft book. (or write name on and leave out to dry)
· Glue the 10 commandments on the page.

· Fill in the blanks.

· Put glitter glue between the angels.
· Put the page for the courtyard at the back of the yellow craft book. (or write name on and leave out to dry)

· Fill in the blanks.

· Glue the purple material over the entrance and the white on either side.

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Think of some examples of how people break the Ten Commandments.

What should we do when we break them?

Who are your leaders? (at school, home, church, society)

Does God still want us to obey our leaders? Read Romans 13:1-3
Discuss what if a leader tells you to do something that breaks the Ten Commandments

Discuss: If Jesus is the only way, why are there so many religions?

Conclusion at tables: 
Say:  Everyone has broken the Ten Commandments, but we need to remember that Jesus died for us so that we can be forgiven. – The things in the Sanctuary were to remind the people of this.

Say: There was only one way to get to the Sanctuary, to remind the people that Jesus is the one and only way we can be saved.  Jesus should be our number one leader, and if we are following Him, things will always work out.

Say: Let's ask Jesus to help us be good followers, and to help us respect and obey the leaders that He has put in charge of us on earth.
Finish with Prayer: Pray for the leaders of your church and country.
