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The Snakes
Make a list: Of things that people complain about.
Ask: Does complaining about things help them?
Say: Today we are going to find out what happened to the Israelites when they kept complaining.
Bible Story
Sing Songs

Say: This term we are making a book about the Tabernacle and what it meant.  Today we are looking at the Altar of Sacrifice and the Day of Atonement.
Say: God wanted to teach the Israelites about sin, and about His plan to save us from sin.  Whenever an Israelite knew he had sinned, he had to bring a lamb to the tabernacle to be sacrificed on the altar, and every morning and evening, the priest would sacrifice a lamb for the sins of all the Israelites for that day.  This was to help the people understand that sin causes death, and to remind them that one day Jesus would come to die for them.

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Suggest some examples of sins the Israelites might have done.  (Think: 10 commandments)
What are some of the sins that people do these days?
Have you ever heard stories of someone taking someone else's punishment on purpose?
Do you think the people felt sad when they saw the lamb die?

Are you sad when you think about Jesus dying?

Say: It doesn't matter how big or how small your sin is – every sin deserves death.  Jesus died for everyone and can forgive anyone no matter how small or big their sin.
Say: When the Israelites saw the sacrifices they could see how bad sin was, and could see what a wonderful thing Jesus would do when He came.
Ask: Do you have anything you need to ask Jesus for forgiveness for?  You don't have to tell us, but when I pray I will be quite for a minute and you can talk to Jesus quietly in your head.
Finish with Prayer: Thank Jesus for coming and dying for our sins.  Ask Him to forgives us our sins, and then say you will be quite while the children talk to Jesus in their heads…  Allow a short time before finishing the prayer.
