Ask: Do you know what faith means?
Ask: If I told you that next week after Church we would be going to the beach, would you bring anything different to Church?
Say: That is what faith is.  Today we are learning about a couple of women who had faith.  If they hadn't had faith – and didn't believe that certain things would happen, then things would have turned out very differently.
