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Jesus Heals on Sabbath
Play Charades: Different bible stories
Ask: Have you ever been sick?  What was it like?  What happened?
Ask: Where do people go when they are sick?
Ask: What do people who are disabled do?
Say: Back when Jesus lived on earth they didn't have hospitals for sick people, and they didn't have pensions or special homes for disabled people.
Bible Story – Tell story, explaining about the Pool of Bethesda
Ask: Where did the sick or disabled people go?
Ask: How long had the man been sick?
Ask: What would have happened if he didn't obey Jesus?
Sing Songs: 
Return to tables – (Teens go to separate table)


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page and finish.
Say: This term we are making pillow covers.  Each week we will glue some new things on to make a special square about the Bible story.
Craft
Make "Get well" or "Jesus loves you" cards and arrange to give them to people who are sick or shut-in.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Discuss what the priests would or wouldn't do on the Sabbath

Discuss what Jesus did on the Sabbath

Look at verses about the Sabbath

Discuss how you can decide what activities are appropriate for Sabbath
Ask: Would the priests have visited or helped a sick person on Sabbath?
Ask: Would Jesus visited or helped a sick person on Sabbath?
Ask: Would Jesus like you to visit or help someone who is sick on Sabbath?
Announce: If you are going to visit a hospital or aged care home as a group etc.
