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Fishers of Men
Ask: What do your parents do for a living? 
Ask: What would you like to do when you grow up?
Bible Story
Ask: How many fish had they caught after fishing all night?
Ask: How many fish did they catch when Jesus told them to do it?
Ask: What did Jesus tell them to do next?
Sing Songs: 
Return to tables – (Teens go to separate table)


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page and finish.
Say: This term we are making pillow covers.  Each week we will glue some new things on to make a special square about the Bible story.
Banner / Covers
· If they were away last time:  Add church and whip
· Glue on fish
· Glue net over fish
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

What does fishing for men mean?

Discuss reasons why Jesus helped them catch all the fish before He called them away from fishing.

Discuss how people in all different types of jobs can be working for God / fishing for men.

Can you as a student work for God? How?

How can you know what God wants you to do with your life?

Fishing Game
· Get into groups of 2 or more
· Put a paper clip on the nose of each fish
· Take turns trying to catch two fish that are the same
· If you catch two fish the same, say a situation where you can do what the fish says
Say: When we are following Jesus we will be doing these things that are written on the fish.  When we do these things we are showing other people what Jesus is like and we are "fishing for men"
Pray: And ask God to help us be fishers of men for Him.
