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Jesus Birth
Ask: Do you remember when your baby brother or sister was born?
Show: Baby photos.
Ask: Are families excited when they know a new baby is coming?
Ask: What do families do to prepare for the new baby?
Say: Today we are learning about the most special baby ever born.
Bible Story - DVD
Sing Songs

Learn new song: Little Baby in the Manger, I Love You 
Return to tables – (Teens go to separate table)


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page and finish.
Say: This term we are making banners.  Each week we will glue some new things on to make a special square about the Bible story.
Banner / Covers
· If they were away last week:  Start a new banner or pillow cover.
· Make an oval of glue slightly smaller than the chequered "blanket" and glue "straw" sticking out around the edge of the oval.
· Add 4 manger legs.
· Glue the blanket on top of the straw.
· Glue the baby's face onto the blanket.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

How did/would you feel if you knew you were expecting a baby brother or sister?
Have you ever though about what a baby will grow up to be?

Why do people like holding babies?

Do you want to have a baby when you grow up?

How was Jesus birth different than you would expect for the son of a king?

How is the life of a normal baby different to the life of a baby born in a palace?

If Jesus had been born in a palace, in an expensive nursery, do you think He would know what it is like to be a normal person?

Ask: What special time happens at the end of the year? (Christmas)
Ask: What are we supposed to remember at Christmas time? (Jesus birth)

Say: The people who lived who Jesus was born were so busy that most of them didn't even notice! – That's why John the Baptist came to tell them to be ready for Jesus.

Say: As we go through this term, and come closer to Christmas, I hope we will all remember that Jesus is coming again soon, and that we will all be ready for Him.

Pray: And thank God for sending Jesus as a baby.
