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Jesus is Tested
Say: This morning we have a Bible test.
Hand out: The bible tests.
Ask: How did you go on the test?

Say: Today we are going to learn about some tests that Satan gave Jesus.
Bible Story – 
Sing Songs: Little Baby in the Manger, Jesus loves me etc.
Return to tables – (Teens go to separate table)


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page and finish.
Say: This term we are making pillow covers.  Each week we will glue some new things on to make a special square about the Bible story.
Banner / Covers
· If they were away the last 4 weeks:  Start a new pillow cover.  
· In 1st square – write their name
· 2nd square – John the Baptist's coat & river
· 3rd square – baby Jesus in the manger picture
· 4th square – shepherd's sheep
· 5th square – wise men's gifts and star
· 6th square – carpenters tools
· 7th square – river and dove
· Glue on some rocks
· Glue on a tower
· Cut some holes in the blue circle and then glue it on top of the green circle to make a world.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

What would have happened to Jesus if He had failed any of the tests?
What would have happened to us if Jesus had failed?

Does Satan ever test us with food?

Does Satan ever test us with doing things that are not safe?

Does Satan ever test us into doing things an easier way than we should?

What are some way's that you think Satan has tested you or your friends?

What can you do to pass these tests?

Ask: Did you know that Satan still tests us today?
Say: If we are to pass Satan's tests we must learn things from the Bible to help us know the right answers.
Ask: What are some different ways we can learn things from the Bible?  (Reading, stories, songs, games etc)
Say: Games are a great way to learn and practice things from the Bible.
Choose: Get in groups and choose a game to play.
Pray: And ask God to help us to pass Satan's tests like Jesus did.
