Do you know what a metaphor or an object lesson is? (From http://encyclopedia2.thefreedictionary.com/Metafore: Figure of speech in which a word or phrase denoting one kind of object or action is used in place of another to suggest a likeness or analogy between them (as in “the ship plows the seas” or “a volley of oaths”). A metaphor is an implied comparison (as in “a marble brow”), in contrast to the explicit comparison of the simile (“a brow white as marble”). Metaphor is common at all levels of language and is fundamental in poetry, in which its varied functions range from merely noting a likeness to serving as a central concept and controlling image.

There are at least two metaphors in this story, keeping your eyes on Jesus, and drowning.  What things in our lives could represent drowning? (drowning in school work etc)

Say: Before you go to sleep, and when you wake up in the morning are two good times to talk to Jesus.  See if you can find a good place in your bedroom to hang your Jesus picture where you can see it when you are in bed to remind you to talk to Jesus every day.
Say: Lets finish Sabbath School by talking to Jesus.
