Ask: If you had a friend who never talked to you would you be good friends?
Ask: What if you had a friend who talked all the time and never let you say anything?

Ask: God wants to be our friend, but how do we talk to Him?

Prayer Card Craft:

· Trace your "praying" hand onto the card over the "My Prayer" title and colour it in.
· In the card, using the guide on the left side, finish each of the sentences on the right to make a prayer. The prayer card suggestions may be used instead of writing.
Ask: How often should we pray?
Ask: What should we talk about when we pray?
Finish with prayer at each table.  The children may say their prayers out loud for a small group or quietly for a large group, and then the teacher can finish.
