Ask: What do you need to grow a garden?

Ask: Do you remember the first story that Jesus told? 
Say: Today you will make your own book so that you can tell the story.

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Have you ever seen seeds growing in the different types of ground that Jesus described?
How are the different types of grounds similar to the types of people that Jesus was teaching about?

Do you know people like the different types that Jesus was teaching about?

Have you ever wondered why bad things don't always happen to bad people?  What can you learn about this from Jesus second story?

What things in people's lives can the stones and the weeds represent?

Can you think of any things that you see today that could be used to tell the same stories?

Practice: Telling the story.

Say: I hope that you will learn from the story and that you will be like the good ground and that you will grow to be more like Jesus and will make good choices.
