Ask: Have you ever been scared or worried? (If not, have you ever seen someone who was scared or worried?
Draw: A picture of a time when you were scared or of something that would scare you.
Say: Today we are learning about a time when the disciples were scared.

Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Ask: Do you remember the first story that Jesus told? 
Say: Today you will make your own book so that you can tell the story.
Craft: Prayer box end

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time:

Have you ever seen or heard of someone who was demon possessed?

Why might the demons have killed the pigs? (eg. to make the townspeople upset at Jesus)

Was the man who was healed like a missionary?

Do you have family at home who don't know about Jesus?  What can you do about them? (At the least, set a good example and also pray)

Ask: What should we do when we are scared?


Hold up: The 
     sign
Ask: Do you know what this sign means?

Say: I have a sign for each of you to stick onto the scary picture you drew at the beginning of Sabbath School to remind you that you don't need to be scared.

Say: Let's pray to ask God to help us to remember that He is in control of everything and that we don't have to be afraid.  I will start and then I will be quiet for a minute and you can pray quietly in your mind and tell God about the things that scare you and then I will finish.
