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Zacchaeus
Say: I have some special pictures to show you this morning.  When you look at them one way they are something, and then when you turn them over they change into something else.
Pass Around: The optical illusions.
Ask: Did you see how the pictures changed when you turned them around?
Say: Today we have a story about someone who changed when they met Jesus.

Sing Songs

Ask: What sort of person was Zacchaeus before he met Jesus?
Ask: What unfair things did he do?

Ask: What sort of a person was Zacchaeus after he met Jesus?
Ask: What did he do differently after he me Jesus?

Say: This term we are going to make photo book called "Jesus and Me" 
Craft:
· Take a photo of each child sharing a toy with another child – start them printing.
· Handout the craft-background cardboard

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Discuss why tax collectors were hated. (They worked for the Romans.  They became rich by cheating.)
What do children today cheat at? (tests, games etc)

What do children do today that is unfair? (Try to think of specific examples of not sharing or taking turns)
What can you do to make sure everyone gets a fair turn? (Let everyone have one go first; time each go; have an adult supervise etc)

What should you do if someone isn't playing fair? (Ask an adult to supervise, play something else, give small children something else to play with etc)

Can children who don't play fair change? (God can change anyone if they want His help)

Playing fair can mean losing and winning sometimes.  How should you act when you win?  How should you act when you loose?

Ask: Do your friends and brother or sisters always play fair?
Ask: Do they think that you always play fair?

Ask: What can you do when someone is not playing fair?
Ask: What can we do to make sure things are fair?
Say: Lets pray and ask Jesus to help us to play fairly, and not to be a cheater.
