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Mary Washes Jesus' Feet
Ask: What do you do when you want to show someone that you love them?
Show: The sample pictures.
Say: Here are some ideas.
Say: Today we have a story about what someone did when they wanted to show Jesus how much they loved Him, and we'll find out what Jesus said about it.
Bible Story
Sing Songs

Ask: What did Mary want Jesus to know? (That she loved Him)
Ask: Why wasn't Simon happy? 
Say: Simon didn't think it was right because Mary had done some bad things in the past.
Ask: Why wasn't Judas happy?
Say: Judas wanted the money himself.
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: This term we are going to make photo book called "Jesus and Me" 
Craft:
· Take a photo of each child holding a "Jesus I love You" card.  - Start them printing.
· Handout black cardboard
· Stick on Mary's story & the "Jesus I love You" card
· Glue or tape child's photo 
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

How do we know that Mary loved Jesus? (Remember when Mary sat at Jesus feet while Martha cooked?)
Why did Mary love Jesus? (He had saved her from a bad life, and raised her brother to life.)

Who do you love? (Parents, friends, teachers, brothers and sisters etc.)

How often do you tell them that you love them?

How do you show them that you love them?

Have you told Jesus that you love Him?

What can you do to show Jesus that you love Him?

Read and discuss Matthew 25:40.  (When you do it to the least of these…)

If you say you love someone but you don't act like you do, do you really love them?

How do we know that Jesus loves us?

Ask: Is it important to tell your family that you love them?
Ask: Is it important to do things to show your family that you love them?
Craft 2:
Say: Today we have some "I Love You" cards that you can colour in to give your Mum or Dad to tell them that you love them.
Ask: Is it important to tell Jesus that you love Him?
Ask: Is it important to show Jesus that you love Him?  How?

Say: Jesus wants us to pray and tell him how we feel.  Jesus also said that when we do something kind for someone, it is like doing something kind for Him.
Finish with prayer at each table: Tell Jesus that we love Him & ask Him to help us find kind things to do for others.  Thank Him for our family and friends.
