How do you feel when someone helps you even though they don't need to?

According to the parable, who is your "neighbour"?

Ask: Can you think of a modern day Good Samaritan story?  For example, a church member's car breaks down, but the minister drives quickly by…

Each Table: Choose a modern day Samaritan story and then share them with the whole group.
Finish with prayer at each table: Pray and ask God to help us to treat other people like the Good Samaritan did.
