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Lessons at a Party
Say: We are going to have a quiz this morning.   Go to the side of the room to show your answer
1. Do you rather be at the end of the waiting line or the beginning?

2. If you are at a party, do you like to next to the birthday boy or girl?
3. Have you ever been sitting somewhere and then been asked to move?  How did you feel?
4. When you are playing a game do you like to be the leader?

5. Do you like having a turn of something first or last?

Say: Draw a picture of a plate with your favourite food on it.
OR Handout: The Party in Heaven pictures for children to colour in.
Say: Today we are learning about some things Jesus said when He went to a party.
Bible Story 
Ask: What are some examples of times when people push to be first when they should really let others go first?
Ask: What are some excuses that people give for not praying or having worship or coming to Church?
Sing Songs

Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: This term we are going to make photo book called "Jesus and Me" 
Craft:
· Take a photo of each child letting another child go first – start them printing.
· Handout a piece of black card each
· Glue or tape child's photo
· Glue or tape the child's food or Party in Heaven from first activity
· Glue or tape three cards on
· Use a red texta to cross out the Me First
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

More examples of times when people push to be first
Examples of when people take the best thing for themselves

Why do people want to be first?

How do you feel when someone pushes in front of you?

How do you feel when someone gets something better than you?

How do you feel when someone lets you go in front of them?

What would a modern equivalent be of someone being asked to take a worse spot?  Have you ever seen this happen?

Have you ever made an excuse not to go to a party?

Have you ever made an excuse not to pray, do Bible study or go to Church?

What are some reasons people don't spend time with God?  Are these good reasons not to go to Heaven?
If they made plans for spending time with Jesus last week and how they are going?
Ask: Does Jesus want us to be pushy, or rude, or be a "me first" person?

Ask: What is more important than spending time with Jesus?
Say: Jesus wants us to spend time with Him every day, and when we spend time with Jesus we will become more like Jesus.  Then we won't always want to be first and we will learn to share with others.
Finish with prayer at each table: Pray and ask God to help us spend time with Him each day and to learn to put others first.
