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The lost coin and sheep
Game: Show the children the chosen object, then have them leave the room or turn around so they can't see.  Hide the object and have them search for it.  Repeat as time permits.
Say: Today we will hear two stories that Jesus told about people searching for something.
Bible Story 
Sing Songs

Ask: What is a sinner?
Ask: Who is a sinner?

Ask: What will happen to sinners?

Ask: What does Jesus do for sinners?
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: This term we are going to make photo book called "Jesus and Me" 
Craft:
· Take a photo of each child searching for somehting – start them printing.
· Handout a piece of card each
· Glue or tape child's photo
· Glue or tape the two cards, the sheep and the coin on
· Draw a squiggly line from "A woman searches…" to the coin; from "A shepherd…" to the sheep; and from "Jesus searches…" to the photo.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Have you ever searched for something?

Discuss sin, sinner, the wages of sin and the gift of God etc.

How is a sinner like a lost sheep?
Why do we say a sinner is lost?

Does the sheep know that it is lost? (At first / later)

Do sinners realise that they are lost?

What does it mean that Jesus searches for sinners?

Imagine if the sheep ran away when it saw the shepherd.  Do people ever try and run away from God?

How does Jesus save sinners?

How does Jesus feel about sinners?

Has your Mum or Dad ever talked about what should you do if you are lost in real life? (Stay put, pray, talk to a security guard or police officer, go to a prearranged spot etc.)

What does a person need to do so Jesus can save them?

Ask: What did the woman do when she found she had lost a coin?  What did the shepherd do when he found the sheep was missing?
Ask: What does Jesus do to try and save sinners?
Ask: Who is a sinner?
Say: Jesus is so happy when He saves a person, and all the angels in heaven are happy too.  Have you asked Jesus to save you?
Finish with prayer at each table: Pray and ask God to save each and every child and leader; and pray that God will help them to make good choices in the future.
