Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: This term we are going to make photo book called "Jesus and Me" 
Craft:
· Take a photo of each child smiling – start them printing.
· Handout a piece of cardboard each
· Stick the picture of Jesus and glue the speech bubble on
· Glue the picture of your friends on
· Glue or tape child's photo in bottom corner
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Do you ever wish you were older so you could do something?

Do people ever make you feel that you’re not important because you’re a kid?

Discuss some advantages / disadvantages of being younger or older. (Freedom vs. responsibility)

Have you ever noticed that little kids will believe anything you tell them?  Discuss how Jesus wants His followers to trust Him like a little kid.
Have you ever thought about your angel?  What does your angel do?
Have you ever see a little kid who was sorry for something they had done?

Have you ever watched a little kid forgive someone?

Have you noticed that little kids like to copy big kids?  When have you seen little kids copying big kids? (both good and bad examples) Discuss how your example influences them.
Ask: So do you know why Jesus said we should be like little children?

Ask: Did He mean we should cry or throw a temper tantrum if we don’t get what we want?

Say: Of course He didn’t – Jesus wants us to trust Him, like a little child trust its parents; and He wants us to be sorry and to forgive like a little child can.
Say: Lets pray and ask Jesus to help us to trust Him like a little child.  And also ask Him to help us be good examples for the little children.
Finish with prayer at each table
