Ask: What are some complements that you can give to people?
Write: Them on the whiteboard
Give: A complement to each child
Bible Story
Sing Songs

Say: Did Jesus deserve the peoples praise?
Say: The Pharisees didn't like the people praising Jesus, but Jesus said if the people didn't praise Him, the stones would!
Say: Up until now Jesus had tried to keep some of His miracles a secret so as not to upset the priests, but now, He rode a Donkey, like a king would so that everyone would notice.  Jesus knew some very important things were about to happen.

Say: Each week this term we are going to make a puzzle piece.  At the end of the term you will put the puzzle together and see what our stories this term are all about. 
Craft:
· Hand out the puzzle piece
· Colour in the picture
· Cut the green paper into leaf shapes and then snip grooves into each side to make palm leaves. – Glue them over the puzzle picture.
· Hand out a plastic sleeve to put in the Memory Verse books to hold the puzzle pieces.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time:

Discuss what happened to the temple in the future.

Have you ever been a part of or watched a parade?  Imagine what it was like.

Discuss how Jesus fulfilled the Old Testament prophecies.
