Talk about how stealing and lying can become habits.
Talk about any other relevant habits (talking crossly, arguing, rudeness, fighting, annoying, eating junk food etc.)

Say: Do you ever feel like your parents are always reminding you to do some things or not to do other things?
Say: The habits that you make now will stay with you even when you grow up.  You can change them, but the older you get the harder it is to change.  Your parents want you to make good habits now so that you will have good habits when you become an adult
Say: Judas thought he loved Jesus, but he loved having money and being important more than he loved Jesus.  

Say: Jesus wants to be our best friend but if money or being important or having the best toys or doing whatever we want is more important to us, then we don't really love Jesus.
