The Widows Coins
Say: Today we are going to use our imaginary money in Sabbath School again.  I am going to give you each 10 coins.  You need to keep 2 for later but you can use the other 8 to buy things from our imaginary shop.
Bible Story
Sing Songs

Ask: If someone came to you and said (in a grumpy voice) "I have a present for you." Do you think they really want to give you a present?  How would you feel?
Ask: How would you feel if someone said (in a really excited voice) "I have a present for you!"  Would that make you feel better?

Ask: How do you think Jesus feels if people say (in a grumpy voice) "Why do I have to put money in the offering?"
Say: God makes sure that we have what we need to live.  God gives us the money we need and in return asks that we give 1 out of every 10 back to help pay for the ministers who work for God.  We also give some to help the church.
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: Each week this term we are going to make a puzzle piece.  At the end of the term you will put the puzzle together and see what our stories this term are all about. 
Craft:
· Hand out the puzzle piece
· Trace around your hand and colour it in. (Tell the older children to colour it as if it is palm up)
· Glue on the 2 coins from the first activity: One for tithe and one for offering.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Talk about how tithes are used

Talk about what the offering is used for in your church.
Discuss how James 1:17 relates to money - "Whatever is good and perfect comes down to us from God…"
With older children, discuss percentages.

Discuss further how a happy giver makes the person receiving the present happier.
Talk about how tithes are used

Why were the widows 2 coins better than the large offerings given by the rich people?
Talk about what is meant by your heart, soul, mind and strength.  (Amazing Adventures had a good example for the soul using bread and a cheese slice to make a sandwich – take either away and it is no longer a sandwich. – Take the body or the breath away from a person and they are no longer a soul)

Say: God promises us that if we pay tithe, He will give us even bigger blessings – or good things.
Ask: If you love Jesus, what will you do next time you get some pocket money?
Say: If you pay tithe when ever you get some money, then God has promised you that He will look after you and that you will get something even better in return.  But that's not why we pay tithe.
Ask: Why do we pay tithe?

Read: A story about someone who tithes.
Finish with prayer at each table: Thank Jesus for all the wonderful things He has given; thank Him that we can give some back to Him.
