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Parable of the talents
Handout: The My Talents sheets
Say: Circle and tick the things that you are good at or that you enjoy doing.
Say: Everyone is different, some people are good at one thing and other people are good at something else.
Say: Last week we heard one of the stories that Jesus told to help people to be ready when He comes.  This week we have two more stories that Jesus told; these stories teach us about what we should do while we wait for Jesus to come back.
Bible Story
Sing Songs

Say: Did you know that if you have a talent or skill and you never use it – it disappears?

Say: What happens if you have a talent or skill and you use it or practise it a lot? (You become better)
Show: The puzzle pieces
Say: This week we have 2 pieces – the King is in the middle, and on His right is the white piece with the people who have been kind and helpful.  On His left, on the black piece, are the people who haven't been kind or helpful.
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: Each week this term we are going to make a puzzle piece.  At the end of the term you will put the puzzle together and see what our stories this term are all about. 
Craft:
· Hand out the puzzle pieces
· Colour in the white piece
· Cut apart the stickers, place the king on the join of the black and white piece (they may be cut apart or left together then)
· Stick the stickers on the black piece and colour in
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Discuss the talents and skills that were ticked at the beginning of Sabbath School – how can they be used for God?  How can they be used to help others?
Have you noticed how you get better or worse at something when you practice it or don't practice it for a while?

Think: how have you treated people this week?  What would the King say to you?
Say: There are two important things I hope you have learnt from this weeks story.
Say / Ask: The 1st is: what should you do when you have a talent or skill? reading the bible doesn't help unless you also spend time talking to Jesus – then Jesus will send His Holy Spirit to help you understand what you are reading and Jesus will become your best friend. 

Say: God gives us talents and skills to be used, and when we use them to help God and other people, then they will grow and become better.

Say: The 2nd important things is: When you're mean to someone – Jesus said it's like you're being mean to Him!

Say: And when your kind to someone it's like you're being kind to Jesus.
Finish with prayer at each table: Pray thank Jesus for our special talents and skill.  Ask that He will help us to use them to help other people.
