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The Last Supper
Ask: Why do people have birthdays? (To remember their age or when they were born)
Ask: What does your family do when someone has a birthday?
Ask: How do you get ready for a birthday party? (Present, clothes etc)

Say: Jesus had a special party with His disciples to remind them that He was going to die to save people from sin.

Say: Each week this term we are going to make a puzzle piece.  At the end of the term you will put the puzzle together and see what our stories this term are all about.

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Discuss what each symbol is to remind us of
Review the first Passover
Review the meanings of the first Passover
Compare Jesus (the king) acting as a servant to "the one who is first will be last…"
Are there other ways we can serve people?
Revise last week – "When you did it to the least of these… you did it to Me."

Say: Jesus said that He would not drink the grape juice again until He drinks it with us in Heaven.  When we do the foot washing at Church, we must remember that Jesus died for us and that He is coming again to take the people who love Him to heaven.
Finish with prayer at each table: Pray thank Jesus for dying on the cross for us and for promising to return to take us to heaven.
