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The Garden of Gethsemane
Ask: Do you ever worry about stuff?  What?
Write: Something that worries you on the back of your picture.
Say: When Jesus was on earth He had the same types of feelings as we do.  Today we are learning about a time when Jesus was worried.
Bible Story
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Sing Songs
Craft 2: Hand out the folded paper square.

· Draw a sad face on it

· Fold over and draw a happy face

· Fold the other way and draw a angry face
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Say: Each week this term we are going to make a puzzle piece.  At the end of the term you will put the puzzle together and see what our stories this term are all about. 
Craft:
· Hand out the puzzle piece
· Add the sticker of Jesus praying
· Draw trees
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

What sort of things do kids worry about?
Why was Jesus worried?
Why did Jesus tell the disciples to pray?

What might have been different if the disciples had prayed?
What bad things might we be tempted to do?  What might happen if we don't pray / if we do pray?

Say: The Bible says in Philippians 4:6 & 7 - don't worry about anything; instead, tell God what you need, thank Him for what He has done and He will give you peace.
Ask: What are some things that we can be thankful for?

If Possible finish by praying individually with each child about the things they worry about or pray together as a group – each child thanking God for something.
