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Philip and the Ethiopian
Say: I have a special message for each of you.  I will hand them out now.
Handout: The message only, without the key to decode them.

Ask: Do you like your message?  Does it make sense?

Handout: the keys to decode the message.  Give them time to decode it.

Ask: What about now?  Does it make more sense?  Do you like your message?  
Say: Sometimes you need help to understand things.  Today our story is about someone who needed some help to understand part of the Bible
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Ask: Do you know what baptism means?
Say: When someone is baptised it means they want everyone to know that they don't want to listen to Satan anymore; instead they want a new life of following Jesus.  Today our craft is a person getting baptised.  When they go under the water it's like they're dead to Satan, and when they come up they are being raised into a new life with Jesus.

Return to Tables: Finish colouring the Bible Picture and say the Bible Verse
Craft: Baptism card
· Colour in the water on the card
· Fold in half

· Colour in the person

· Fold the person on the dotted line

· Tape onto the dotted lines on the card
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Could you ever have enough money to buy something from God? (No)

How do we get things from God?  Why does God give us things? (Because He loves us)

Discuss the importance of daily worship

Have you ever had trouble understanding anything in the Bible?

When you get to heaven is there anything you would like to ask God?

Have you been able to tell someone about Jesus or invite someone to Church?
Discuss what a missionary does

Do you know anyone who has been a missionary in another country or another town?

Have you ever seen a baptism?

Discuss the meanings of baptism

Say: Jesus called all His followers to tell others about Him, and that's Jesus what they were doing.  And I'm sure they prayed every day that God would guide them to people who wanted to listen.  God sent Philip to talk to the Ethiopian man, and when the Ethiopian man went home I'm sure he told even more people about Jesus.
Say: God wants us to spend time with Him every day.  You can pray to God when you wake up, and before you go to sleep and during the day as well.  Everyday you can read your Bible or a Bible story book, or do a page from the lesson puzzle book.
Say: No matter where you go in life, God wants you to tell other people about Him, and more importantly, to show them what Jesus is like by the things we do.
