Ask: Who is the nicest person you have ever met?  Why?

Say: Today we will learn about a very nice lady who everyone liked.

Say: Today you are going to make a card to cheer someone up.  You can make it for someone who is sad or lonely or sick, or you could make it for one of your parents to tell them you love them.
Craft: Cards
· Colour in the person (draw more hair if you're a girl)
· Fold the card in half then open again

· Crease the person backwards in half along the dotted line, then fold the two diagonal lines forward so the person folds into the middle of the card when it closes.
· Write your name on the blank line
· Write a special message on the right hand page for example:

· I love you

· Get well soon

· God loves you

· You are special

· You're my best friend

· Write the persons name on the front of the card

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Think about the nicest person from part 1.  Do they do things with you?  Do they give you things?  Do they talk to you?  Do they give you hugs or back rubs?  Do they do special things for you?
Do you tell and show your parents that you love them?

Do you tell your friends that you like them?

What do you do when you see someone who is shy or lonely?  What should you do?

Do you know anyone who is like Dorcas?

Discuss whether your church has a Dorcas program or something similar to help those in need?

Ask: Do you know anyone like Dorcas?  Someone who is always doing something to help someone else?
Say: Did you know that your parents do lots of things for you because they love you?  What are some things they do for you? (Give some ideas if necessary)

Say: Do you remember to tell your parents that you love them?  What is something that you will do this week to show your parents that you love them?
Pray: Thank God that He loves and cares for us and ask Him to help us be kind and caring to other people.
