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Peter's Vision
Game: Who's the same?
Say: Today we are going to play a game to start Sabbath School.  What you need to do is walk around while the music plays, when the music stops I will call out something and you have to get in a group with anyone who has the same colour as you.  So if I say "eyes" you have to find the people with the same coloured eyes. (Do this for eyes, hair, skin, clothes, shoes etc)
Say: God made us all different, but He loves us all just the same; today we are going to find out that God doesn't have favourites, He loves everyone.
Bible Story
Say: Remember how the Israelites were slaves in Egypt, and then God sent the 10 plagues so that Moses could lead them out and the sea parted so they could cross over?  Well, God gave lots of instructions to Moses about how to live, and some of those instructions were about what animals were safe to eat.  They called the animals that were safe to eat "clean" and the unsafe ones "unclean." These are found in Leviticus 11, and if you look down the list, you will notice that a lot of the unclean animals are animals that eat other dead animals.  What happens if you leave meat out of the fridge? – These animals are the "garbage men" of nature – they clean up the place, but if we eat them we might get sick.
Say: The Jews were God's special people, but they had come to think of people the same way as animals.  They thought they were the "clean" people and all other people who weren’t Jews were "unclean."  But God wanted to teach Peter that this was wrong.
Read: Acts 10:28 – this is what Peter said to Cornelius.
Sing Songs

Say: Today we are going to make some people that you can mix up to show that no matter what you look like, God loves you.
Craft: Mix and match people
· Cut the solid lines and fold back and forth on the dotted lines
· Colour in each person with different skin and hair colours
· Fold the paper different ways to see how many different people you can make

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

How do you look the same as the others in your group?  How are you different?
Have you ever seen someone being teased because they look different?

Ask: Did you know that a lot of people who have straight hair wish their hair was curly, and people who have curly hair often wish their hair was straight? It helps when we realise God made us special.
Have you ever see adults who have favourites?  How does it make you feel?  (Adults are human and make mistakes; but God doesn't and He doesn't have favourites.)

Be prepared to answer questions about clean and unclean animals (see Leviticus 11 for the list of animals and Acts 10:28 for Peters explanation of the vision)

Do you know anyone from another country, or whose parents are from another country?  How are they different from you? (Looks, habits, food, home, talk etc)

Do you know what prejudice is?  Do you know what stereo typing is ?

Discuss how there is good and bad in all cultures; and there are people who do good things and people who do bad things in all cultures as well.

Say: When ever you see someone who looks different, remember that God loves them too, and see if you can treat them how Jesus would want you to.

Pray: Thank God for making us all special and ask Him to help us remember that when we see people who are different.
