Game: I spy
Ask: Can you really see the wind?  No? – How do you know it is there?
Say: Heres one way.  (Demonstrate windmill.  Hold up to a fan or move it in a circle around you so that it spins.)
Bible Story

Say: You can't see the wind but you know it's there; we can't usually see the Holy Spirit either, but we know that He is here because Jesus promised that He would be, and because we can see things that He does.  We'll talk about some of the things that the Holy Spirit does while you do the craft.
Return to tables


Memory Verse: Fill in the blanks and then say the memory verse on the colouring page.
Craft:
· Fold down the top of the card along the dotted line.
· With the top down stick an orange spot above each persons head
· Colour the people
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Can people have the Holy Spirit today?
Since we can't see the Holy Spirit how does He talk to us? (Through our conscience)

What happens if you ignore your conscience and do something that you know is wrong?

What happens if you keep doing something you know is wrong? (It becomes easier & easier)

Have you ever felt bad about something that you've done?

Have you ever felt like there were 2 voices in you head telling you to do different things?

Craft 2:
· Hand out the square papers
· Fold diagonally and then unfold again
· Cut the diagonals in approx 2/3 of the way to the centre.  
· Punch a hole in the centre, and in the corners as shown.  
· Tape each of the punched corners into the centre, being careful not to block the holes.  
· Put a large paper faster through the hole.  Hold it with a pair of needle-nose pliers and bend back the ends of the legs so when you remove the pliers the fastener is very loose in the holes.
· Bend the remainder of the fasteners legs around a skewer and attach with sticky tape.
· Tape some streamers onto the skewer.
Say: When you see the wind blowing your windmill or blowing the trees, remember that the Holy Spirit is here too.  Remember to listen to the little voice in your head that helps you do what is right.
Finish with Pray at tables: Thank Jesus for the Holy Spirit, pray that we will learn to listen to Him.
