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Peter & John in Jail
Group Experiment: What can power do?
Say: Power can do lots of different things can't it?

Ask: What other types of things can power do? (Cook, wash dish and clothes, warm or cool etc)
Return to Tables:  
Ask: Have you ever done anything scary?  (By yourself or did you have help?)
Say: It's easier to do hard things when you have help isn't it?
Draw: A picture of doing a hard thing.
Say: The disciples did something that was scary but they didn't act afraid because they knew that they had the Holy Spirit to help them.
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Bible Story
Sing Songs

Return to Tables: Finish colouring the Bible Picture and say the Bible Verse
Craft:

· Fold black card in half to make a booklet.
· Fold the top half of the booklet in half again and cut strips from the folded side, but not all the way, so when it is unfolded you have jail bars. 
· Stick Peter and John in the jail and colour them in.
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Revise what we have learnt about the Holy Spirit (He is God, He has power)
Can you think of some times when Jesus did powerful things?

What are some of the powerful things that God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit can do?

Do you think you might be scared if the police came and took you to jail?

What did the priests want Peter and John to do?  What did God want Peter and John to do?  Who did they obey?

What did Peter do after the Holy Spirit first came and all the people came to see what the noise was? (preached) – What did he do after the lame man was healed? (preached) – What did he do in front of the priests? (preached) – Every time that people would listen what did Peter do?
Has someone ever tried to get you to do something that Jesus wouldn't like?

Have you ever been tempted to not obey your parents or teachers?

When you have to do something hard and someone helps you finish it, how do you feel?

What should you do when you are worried about something?

Ask: Who was with Peter and John in the jail? (The Holy Spirit)
Put: An orange spot next to Peter and John in the jail to show that the Holy Spirit was with them.
Say: The Holy Spirit will also be with you, especially when you have to do something that is scary or hard.
Put: An orange spot on you picture of doing something hard. 
Finish with Prayer
