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Escape from Jail
Drawing Competition: 2 people will give instructions on how to draw an animal.
Ask: Was that confusing?  Who did you listen to?
Say: Today we will learn how two different people were telling the apostles to do two different things, and we will see who they listened to.
Bible Story
Sing Songs

Say: Jesus told all His followers to go out and tell people about Jesus.  But the priests told them they were not to say anything about Jesus.
Ask: Who did they listen to?
Return to Tables: Finish colouring the Bible Picture and say the Bible Verse
Craft: Jail
· Fold black card in half
· Fold the top page in half again and cut it to make jail bars
· Stick the apostles and the angel in the jail
· Colour them in
Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Have you ever had a friend tell you to do something bad? (Lying, stealing etc)
Have you ever been worried that you might get in trouble even though you didn't do anything wrong?

Have you ever been in trouble for something you didn't do?

Discuss what you could do if a friend told you to lie, steal, damage property or hurt someone

Discuss what to do in situations where a friend says "don't tell your parents…"
Discuss what to do in situations where an adult says "don't tell your parents…"

Discuss what you could do if an adult told you to lie, steal, damage property or hurt someone

Discuss what we might do if the government said we couldn't have Church any more, or if we had to go to school or work on Sabbath

Ask: What did Peter say?  We must obey who rather than any human authority? (God)
Yes / No Quiz: Hand out the yes/no signs.
Ask: Should you obey God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit?

Ask: Should you obey your parents?
Ask: Should you obey your teachers?

Ask: If your friend tells you to take something that isn't yours should you?

Ask: If your teacher told you to lie about something should you? Would God want you to lie?

Ask: If your parents told you to steal something should you? Would God want you to?
Say: I don't think your parents would tell you to steal or lie; but sometimes parents don't love God, and I have heard stories of adults who told children to do bad things.  But if you listen to Bible stories and you pray to Jesus; the Holy Spirit will help you know what to do.  
Say: Your parents and teachers are here to help you grow up to be responsible adults; that's why they give you rules to follow, and why they tell you what to do or what not to do.
