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Stephen
Say: Let's go around the table saying our name and where we live?
Hand out: The spots and have children write their name or initials on them. - Stick them on the map where they live.

Ask: Do we all live close together? 

Say: This term we've been learning how the new church was growing with the apostles preaching.  Many of those people lived in the city of Jerusalem but this week we'll find out something that happened to spread the church to other cities and towns too.

Bible Story
Sing Songs

Ask: Was it a good thing that the church was growing? (Yes)

Ask: Was it a good thing that Stephen was arrested and killed? (No)

Ask: Was it a good thing that the Christians went to other towns and told more people about Jesus? (Yes)

Say: The people who knew Stephen would have been very sad.  And the Christians were scared that they would be arrested and killed too.  But when Jesus comes, Stephen will go to heaven, he loved Jesus so much that he even died rather than lie about Jesus.  And the Christians who left Jerusalem didn't just hide and pretend not to know Jesus; instead they told everyone in their new towns about Jesus, so even more people came to know about Jesus!
Show:  The craft fan still folded up.

Ask: Does this look like it would blow much wind? (Wave the fan, still folded up to show)

Ask: What if I open it up? (Open up and demonstrate) 
Return to Tables: Finish colouring the Bible Picture and say the Bible Verse
Craft: Spread Gods Love Fan
· Decorate the paper.
· Fold back and forth approx 1cm to make fan.
· Tape the end opposite the writing.

Discuss the following depending on age, interest and time: 

Who are the deacons in your church?  How many are there?  What do they do?

What other types of helpers are there in your church? What do they do?

What is your church doing to tell people in your area about Jesus?  What do your neighbours think when they watch you at home?
What can you do to tell your neighbours or school friends about Jesus?

Discuss: Do you ever worry about what you will say if someone asks you about church or Jesus?  See Luke 21:14, 15 "I will give you the right words…"

Discuss: Have you ever heard of people lying so they won't get in trouble?  What does God think?

· Ask: What can you do to tell your neighbours about Jesus?  (Be friendly, kind, etc like Jesus, tell about Jesus…)

· Handout a "Share God" sticker.

· Say: People are watching you at home.  They hear you if you yell at your brother, or if you don't obey Mum.  When they find out that you go to church, if they see that you are a nice person then they will want to learn more about Jesus!

· Say: You can help tell your neighbours about Jesus by putting a brochure about Jesus in their letter box.
