Sabbath 
Did you know that the offering you give in 

Sabbath School goes to help the missionaries? 
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Friday 

We can be like the people who brought their 

offerings to put in the king's money box.  When we 

bring our offerings to church, some of them go to 

tell others about Jesus and some of them are used 

to keep our church and our Sabbath School looking 

nice.  When we are in God's church, we also need 

to remember to be very careful to keep it looking 

nice and clean.  This shows others that we love 

Jesus too. 



 

Thursday 
The circles show things you should do in Church 

to keep it nice - put a big tick next to them.  The 

squares show things you shouldn't do in Church – 

put a big cross over them. 
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Sunday 

The wicked queen wanted to kill baby king Joash; 

so Uncle Jehoiada and Aunty Jehosheba hid him in 

the temple.   

When Joash grew older, he would walk with Uncle 

Jehoiada in the temple after everyone had gone 

home.  Joash noticed that the temple walls had big 

holes in them, and that some of the furniture was 

broken too.  When he asked what had happened, 

Uncle Jehoiada told him that the wicked people 

had taken parts of the temple walls to build idols.

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Monday

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Wednesday

workers could be paid to fix the temple. 
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Tuesday 

When the money box was full, some men carried it 

into the treasury room.  The money was emptied 

into bags and then the box was put back outside 

the temple gate.  The people were happy to bring 

money for Jesus; and the box was emptied again 

and again.  Finally there was enough money to 

repair the temple.  Men were hired to fix the walls 

and make new furniture; when they finished, the 

temple looked like new again.    

 

King Joash was happy because he knew that God 

wanted him to take care of the temple and keep it 

looking nice. 

 

God is happy when we keep His Church nice and 

clean too. 

 

 

 

Tuesday 
God wants us to care for His House which is His 

Church.  You can do this by walking quietly, 

sitting carefully and only drawing on paper. 
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Wednesday 

When Joash was seven years old Uncle Jehoiada 

brought him out of the temple.  Soldiers stood 

guard and all the people shouted with happiness as 

Joash was crowned king of Judah.   

 

When the wicked queen came, the guards quickly 

took her away.  

  

When Joash was king he remembered the broken 

temple and decided to make God's house pretty 

again.  He told men to go out and collect money to 

repair the temple but the men didn’t obey.   

 

When our mummies and daddies talk to us we need 

to listen and obey; we should not be like the men 

who didn't obey to King Joash.
