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Sunday

One day they all went for a walk out of the city of 

Jerusalem, past the Garden of Gethsemane, where 

He had been taken prisoner, and up the Mount of 

Olives where Jesus had spent time teaching His 

disciples.

If Dorcas heard that there were 

children in a family who 

needed clothes, she would 

make some clothes to give to 

them.  If she heard that a family 

didn’t have enough food to eat 

she would take them some 

food so they wouldn't be 

hungry.   

If she heard that the mummy in the family was 

very sick and couldn’t take care of her children, 

Dorcas would go to the house and take care of the 

sick mummy and look after the children until the 

mummy was all better. 

   

When we share our toys, and when we are gentle 

with our brothers, sisters and friends, and we obey 

our parents, we are showing that we love Jesus 

just like Dorcas showed that she loved Jesus.
