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Friday

answers our prayers by saying “Wait a while.”  

When things look impossible, Jesus works a 

miracle, which shows that Jesus is really looking 

after us all the time, even when we thought He 

was not looking after us.

Thursday 
Peter told people about 

Jesus.  You can tell people 

about Jesus too. 
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Sunday 

Peter had been very busy teaching people about 

Jesus.  Wherever he went he would 

tell how Jesus had come to 

this earth as a little baby; 

that He had grown up and 

helped make a lot of sick 

people well and even raised 

dead people back to life.  

Peter would tell how Jesus 

died on the cross for our 

sins, and then three days 

later Jesus rose to life again 

and was now in heaven 

getting things ready for us.   

 

Peter wanted everyone to 

have Jesus as their best 

friend so they could go 

heaven when Jesus comes back again.

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Tuesday

very dark but gradually Peter realized that it 

wasn't a dream, it was real.  He was really out of 

prison! 

 

He hurried through the streets 

till he came to the house where 

he knew his friends would be 

praying for him, and knocked on 

the door.   

 

 

At first they didn't believe it 

was really Peter, but finally someone opened the 

door so they could see for themselves.  

    

Peter told them how the angel rescued him from 

prison and told them to tell the other Christians.  

Then Peter left to go to 

another place where it 

would be safer for him, 

so he could keep telling 

other people about Jesus. 

 

Tuesday 
Who can you tell about Jesus?  Find your way 

through the maze to tell these people about 

Jesus. 
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Wednesday 

King Herod was very unhappy with what Peter and 

the other disciples were doing.  He did not want 

them to tell the people about Jesus.  One day 

Herod had Peter arrested and put in prison.  He 

knew that Peter had already escaped from prison 

once before, so this time he had Peter chained to 

two soldiers.  Then he had 

more soldiers guarding the 

inside and the outside of 

the two locked 

gates.   

King Herod 

wanted to 

make really 

sure that Peter 

could not 

escape from Prison this time!   

But Peter was not afraid.  He knew he was doing 

what God wanted him too, and that even though it 

looked impossible for him to be able to escape, God 

could work a miracle.  All the time Peter was in 

prison the people in the church kept praying that 

God would let Peter go free so he could keep 

telling other people about Jesus.

Herod did not want Peter to escape so he 

chained him to two guards.  But Peter was not 

afraid. 

 

 



 

Friday 
When Peter's friends were worried what did they 

do?  You can also do this when you are worried. 
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Sabbath 

Peter had spent several days and nights in prison.  

This was to be his last night; in the morning the 

King was going to have Peter put to death.   

Peter was sleeping peacefully between the two 

soldiers when suddenly he felt someone hit him on 

his side and he woke up.  His prison cell was filled 

with a bright light and an angel said to him, "Put on 

you shoes and coat."  

When Peter lifted his hands to obey the angel the 

chains fell off his wrists!   

Quickly Peter put on his clothing and shoes and 

stood up to follow the angel.  He noticed that the 

soldiers still looked like they were 

sleeping.  The door 

opened by itself 

without any noise; the 

Angel and Peter walked 

out and the door closed 

behind them.  The same 

thing happened at 

every door.
