Sunday 

After three and a half years of no rain, God told 

Elijah to go back to Israel and find the King.  

When Elijah found King Ahab, he told him to come 

to Mt Carmel.  All the people and all the prophets 

of Baal were to meet there.   

 

When everyone had arrived at Mount Carmel, 

Elijah said, "Let us make sacrifices, but with out 

setting fire to them.  Then we will know that the 

god who sends the fire is the true God." 

 

So they built two altars from stones, one altar was 

for God and the other one was for Baal.  The 

prophets of Baal put their offering on the altar 

and then they began praying to Baal.  "Oh Baal hear 

us!  Oh Baal hear us!."   

 

Throughout the day they cried louder and still 

louder.  "Oh Baal hear us!"  They jumped and cut 

themselves but there was no answer.

Everything was now very, very wet; there 

was no way anyone could make it burn now. 

 

Looking toward heaven Elijah prayed that the 

people would know that God was the true God.  

Elijah had barely said Amen when fire came down 

from heaven!  It burned up, not just the sacrifice, 

but also the stones and the water in the ditch.  

Then all the people knelt down and said, "The Lord, 

He is God!  The Lord, He is God!"   

God was pleased and that night He 

sent rain to water the thirsty 

earth and help the plants to grow 

again.   

 

We need to remember to say thank 

you, to God who sends the sunshine 

and rain so that the plants can grow 

so we can have good things to eat.
